Significant Contributions to the Technology Industry

Stephen has been making sizeable contributions to the technology industry since the very beginning of his career, when he worked on some of the first UNIX systems and wrote software for the first digital switching system in London. 
Some of his more notable technology achievements include:

· During his tenure at Terayon, Stephen was the primary evangelist for SCDMA technology, which was accepted by CableLabs as part of the DOCSIS 2.0 standard (DOCSIS is widely recognized as the technology enabling the broadband revolution)
· While at Tektronix, Stephen led development of the world’s first completely digital television station (TV 4 in Sweden)
· At Imedia, Stephen and his team successfully secured six critical patents for the management and manipulation of digital video
· Coined and drove the concept of Marketing 2.0 and wrote a white paper and drove Marqui’s product roadmap to enable  companies to solve the increasing complexity of the marketing role when confronted with the technologies inherent in web 2.0
Significant Contributions to the Community

A long history of contributions to the local community. Stephen firmly believes that businesses have a responsibility to work for the health and welfare of others. To that end, he implemented a program at Marqui to set aside 500,000 stock options to distribute to non-profit organizations, and invited employees to submit recommendations for which charities should be invited to participate. Stephen strongly encourages employees to participate in community-oriented activities, and he is a frequent sponsor of non-profit/community events.

Stephen is also an active member of Social Venture Partners, the international organization focused on combining the power of business with the passion of philanthropy and currently serves on the Board of the Software Association of Oregon.

Performance or Track Record

Stephen has demonstrated his prowess in building successful businesses time and time again. Prior to joining Marqui – which just closed a $7.5 Million round of VC funding – Stephen was the General Manager at Merant PLC, a $130 Million global enterprise software provider, where he was responsible for all aspects of marketing, engineering, and business development. Stephen played a key role in the dramatic turnaround of Merant, and its successful acquisition by Serena Software for $380 Million in May 2004, creating close to $300 Million in shareholder value in a difficult two-year period.
  
Prior to joining Merant in February 2002, Stephen led Terayon Communications Systems' cable solutions group, growing the business by more than 20 percent per quarter to $280 Million in revenue.  Prior to that, he served as the chief operating officer at digital video start-up Imedia Corporation, which was acquired by Terayon for $106 Million. 
He started his career as a software engineer, joining Tektronix and working his way up the ranks from England to Oregon, running the video business in Europe and left the company working for the CEO while building an in-house start-up called VideoTele.com, which was sold to Tut systems.
Other Factors
Stephen attributes much of his business success to his unique management style, which is rooted in Jungian philosophy (he is working on his PhD in this area). Stephen believes that in order for a company to be truly successful, it is essential to harness the creativity, enthusiasm, vitality and imagination of each and every employee. He discourages the use of titles – in fact, at Marqui, they are not even listed on business cards – and he regularly hosts company-wide meetings that are open forums for employees to ask questions, voice concerns and share ideas. The management team will publicly address any question, and executives go out of their way to explain financial information, business plans, and more. 
He has also implemented a wide range of other programs to foster an enjoyable and collaborative team environment, such as onsite yoga lessons, team lunches and flexible work hours. He holds a B.Sc in Economics and Statistics from London University, attended post graduate classes in computer science and statistical modeling, taught new sales people for two years at Tektronix, attended the Wharton Business school.  He has an M.A in mythology and is finishing his PhD – his thesis is entitled “Work”, he has presented around the world and his interviews and articles have been published in numerous magazines, journals and newspapers.
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
