(Portland, Ore.) October 10, 2007 – Portland State University’s School of Business Administration is ranked 22nd on a list of the Global Top 100 Schools in the 2007–2008 edition of “Beyond Grey Pinstripes,” by demonstrating significant leadership in integrating social and environmental issues into its MBA+ program. The report places PSU in the company of Yale, Columbia and Stanford. 
Beyond Grey Pinstripes, a biennial survey and alternative ranking of business schools, spotlights innovative full-time Master of Business Administration programs and faculty that lead the way in integrating issues of social and environmental stewardship into business school curricula and research.
